A Florida Nonprofit Corporation

ARTICLE ONE. NAME

The name of this corporation is LONGBOAT KEY TURTLE WATCH, INC.

ARTICLE TWO.  STATEMENT OF CORPORATE NATURE

This is a nonprofit corporation organized solely for general charitable purposes pursuant to the Florida Not For Profit Corporation Act.

ARTICLE THREE.  PURPOSE

The specific and primary purposes for which this corporation is formed are to monitor the habitat and hatching of sea turtles on the Manatee County portion of  Longboat Key, Florida, and to educate the community regarding the protection activities needed to promote the continuation of the species.


The general purposes for which this corporation is formed are to operate exclusively for such charitable and educational purposes as will qualify it as an exempt organization under Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or corresponding provisions of any subsequent Federal tax laws, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations qualifying as tax-exempt organizations under that Code.


This corporation shall not, as a substantial part of its activities, carry out propaganda or otherwise attempt to influence legislation; nor shall it participate or intervene (by publication or distribution of any statements or otherwise) in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

ARTICLE FOUR.  DURATION

The duration of this corporation shall be perpetual, and its existence shall commence upon the time of the filing of these articles by the Department of State.

ARTICLE FIVE.  DEDICATION OF ASSETS

The property of this corporation is irrevocably dedicated to charitable and educational purposes and not part of the net income or assets of the corporation shall ever inure to the benefit of any director, officer, or member thereof, or to the benefit of any private individual.

ARTICLE SIX.  MEMBERSHIP

The corporation shall have a membership distinct from the board of directors.  The directors shall, from time to time, prescribe the form and manner in which application may be made for membership.

ARTICLE SEVEN.  INITIAL REGISTERED OFFICE AND REGISTERED AGENT
